
Curso FS-06 GENDER VIEWS IN CONTEMPORARY SPANISH
LITERATURE AND CINEMA (45 horas lectivas)

Objectives:
This course explores gender representations (ranging from feminist
perspectives, gender perspectives, or the theory and practice of female
writing, to questions of sexual politics and identity, patterns of
masculinity and queer theory) within the contemporary Spanish
literature, cinema and media. Besides analyzing a selection of works by
the most representative authors conforming contemporary literary and
cinematic panorama in Spain, students will also examine the different
critical paradigms and theories within the field of gender and sexuality
studies and how they are formulated within a range of cultural texts and
contexts.

Metodology:
Sessions will combine lectures with the in-class discussion of readings
from the books and films included in the syllabus. Students are
expected to attend sessions regularly, participate actively and submit
their different assignments. There will be a mid-term exam and a final
exam.
